Her mom re-married Chester
Goocey and they moved to the house where Chester and his first wife (his first
wife had died) and son lived, in Old Orchard, Lee County, Kentucky. They
eventually moved back to Vincent. Then, when Dot (Eva’s half-sister) was a

~ baby (8 months old), Mattie (Eva's mom) put
Dot on their cow and Eva walked beside them,
and they moved to a house "across the hill" (as
Eva said it) in Vincent, Kentucky. Eva's
Mammie (her grandmother) and Grandpa Hall
lived with them there. Mammie Hall lived there
until she died. When Mattie was pregnant with
her last child, Norma (who was a twin, and her
twin died soon after birth), she asked her
mother (Mammie) if she would keep her
children together as long as possible, because
she knew she was going to die from the birth of
the twins.

Mammie and
Mattie's five daughters lived in the house "over
the hill" until she died. After Mammie died, Eva
